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 Coventry Road Club is thrilled to announce the 71st addition of the Boxing Day Cyclocross race
on Kenilworth Common. It’s 71 year history makes it the longest-running cyclocross event in the

UK. First held in the early 1950s, this iconic race has become a staple of the festive season for
both cyclists and spectators alike. Taking place at midday on Kenilworth Common on Friday, 26th

December 2025.

This festive cyclocross event has become a cherished tradition, attracting competitors and
spectators from across the country. The course, renowned for its exciting mix of terrains and

challenges, offers a perfect way for the riders to burn off the holiday indulgences and enjoy the
spirit of community and competition.

MAIN EVENT - Cyclo-Cross bikes ONLY mountain bikes are not allowed.  
U12 can ride anything that’s safe and they are able to ride! 
 

These will be required for signing on for the main event and you will be asked to surrender 
your licence in exchange for a Race Timing Chip. After the event your licence will be 
returned to you upon submission of your numbered timing chip.
U12 riders will not need a licence but will need to have a parent sign-on for them and 
get a number to wear. Entry fee for U12’s will be £5 on the day. 
 

You’ll need to find the ‘Plateau Area’. This is approximately 100 metres from the entrance 
to the Common, via the gate at the bottom of Common Lane. The gate will be open for the 
duration of the event. Signing on will commence from 10:00am and will close 
approximately 20 minutes before your race starts. At signing on you will be given your race 
numbers. Please put them on in the correct position as shown at the signing on desk. Please

  PARKING
DO NOT PARK ON WOODLAND ROAD, HIGHLAND  ROAD OR ON KENILWORTH CORNER!

All riders & spectators first try to park in and around Princess Drive Industrial Estate
There is lots of space in & around the  Princess Drive Industrial Estate area CV8 2FD; it

is very close to the top of the course. Please do not jet wash your bikes here. (do it at home)  
Avoid parking near the private garages on the right hand side. 

 
There is also an industrial estate near to the bottom of Common Lane.  Some parking places  are

here but avoid parking in the car parks for the “Castle Brook” care home or the gym
 

In essence, turn up early and park with care and consideration for the local residents and 
other road users. 

Do not block driveways and under no circumstances park on Common  Lane itself –
 this is part of the course! 

 

TOILETS
We have been very fortunate this year to gain access to the toilets within Fitness Worx Gym on
common lane. This will be available before the event only from 8.45am until 11.45am. There are
no public toilets on the common, the nearest public toilets are located at Abbey End, CV8 1LS. 

Pits
We will have a pits area on the Plateau, No jet/Pressure washers are allowed.

The main event comprises a tarmac road climb, some single track, mud/gravel, fast gravel 
paths, FAST technical descents and maybe some steps! (Take a look on our Facebook pag
e @CRCBDX25 if you haven’t ridden here before). 
 
Be prepared for gridding and rider briefing at 11:50am, on the road, at the bottom of 
Common Lane.  Don’t hang about the Finish area thinking it’s also the start – it isn’t! 
 

COURSE - MAIN EVENT 



 
The course is a circuit in the woods by the Plateau (sign on area), it is technical and we
would suggest that it is not suitable for very young riders. (This is at parents decision).
The race will last 20 minutes, with prizes for all at the end. (after all it is Christmas!)    



The first three overall Seniors, Ladies, Juniors and Veteran men will be celebrated on the
plateau as soon after the finish as possible. 

We are committed to paying the same amount for the top 3 in the open category as the top 3
Ladies.

Thanks to sponsorship of the event this year we have been able to increase prize money. 

Full results and prizes will be confirmed online and any prize money paid via bank transfer,
Only 1 cash prize per rider. (highest amount only)

Warming up warning

The common has a fair covering of leaves presently, when warming up we would urge you to
use this as a sighting lap and not race pace as the leaves may cover hazards. It is riders own
responsibility to be mindful of the natural obstacles such as tree roots. (It is a wood after all) 





Main Event Entrants

We want you all to be aware how difficult gridding this race is with so many riders from
different areas and categories. We have done our best.





The Common Lane hill start is a great sorter on this race, with it being a full width road on
the 1  lap. We know that some riders may feel that the gridding might not match their
pace, the gridding uses the data available. Ultimately the strongest will be at the right

end of the race by the time you enter the common.
